Only ten to twelve applicants to the CIHR/MSFHR Bioinformatics Training program are eligible to receive a scholarship.  Those students who are not successful in obtaining this funding will be notified before the application deadlines set out by the graduate departments at either UBC or SFU.  If the unsuccessful applicant wishes to continue to pursue graduate studies in Bioinformatics, they will have their application materials forwarded to the University and department of their choice.  However, they must meet the regulations set out by that particular University and department they forward their application to. 
If your first language is not English, you should have taken the TOEFL test or equivalent within 24 months of this application.  If you are not a Canadian citizen or landed immigrant, your complete application must be received as early as possible so that we can assess your educational background and qualifications.  Application deadlines for both international and North American applicants are posted on the home page of our website. 

Further information will be required from prospective students in the Bioinformatics Training Program that might not be required by any individual graduate studies program. This information will inform the Admissions Committee about the work experience and career goals of prospective students, and outline the research goals of candidates so as to guide the process of establishing a mentoring relationship and an individual learning portfolio between accepted candidates and faculty members.
Students who are accepted by both a graduate studies program (see above) and the Bioinformatics Training Program will receive financial support during the course of their studies from the Canadian Institutes for Health Research and the Michael Smith Foundation for Health Research. This financial support is currently CAN$22,000/year.
